¶ any other changes that you should know for working with Skelta BPM.NET 2009 SP1 release. 
 

Scope of this Document 

This release note covers only Version 3.5.9102 of Skelta BPM.NET 2009 SP1.  

Release summary

¶ Skelta BPM.NET 2009 SP1 requires .NET framework 3.5 Service Pack 1. This patch should be 
applied only on top of the specified version.  

 

Type of Release  

Service Pack Release 
This is a Service Pack (SP) release of Skelta BPM.NET 2009.  

What is a Service Pack? 
A service pack includes new features, hotfixes, security patches, and updates since the last public 
release. A service pack also includes resolved problems not made available through other software 
updates. 
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New Features and Enhancements in this release  

This release of Skelta BPM.NET 2009 includes the following enhancements:  

Forms 

Forms performance has been enhanced and optimized  

What it means for you?  
Forms performance has been enhanced and optimized in this release. You have faster loading 
forms that allow you to perform you tasks quicker. For complex forms, the rendering time is 
reduced up to 50%.  

 Forms scripts now support calling .NET assemblies  

What it means for you?  

You can now call and execute .NET assemblies within forms by using scripts. This 
enhancement opens a whole new world for you where you can call these assemblies inside 
forms and virtually achieve anything.  

 
For example,  you can call a web services through forms or populate information from other 
applications in Skelta BPM.NET forms.  
 

Example Scenario  
In an Invoice Form, call a .Net Assembly to:  
 

¶ Do some complicated discount calculation.  

¶ Populate Vendor details from external application.  
 

How is this possible?  
Forms scripts now support calling .NET assemblies registered in SOA. 

Reloading the modified form schema inside the workflow made simpler  

What it means for you?  

You can now modify a for m in a workflow without re -associating it with the workflow each 
time it was modified.  

Example Scenario  

Suppose you are using an Order Details  form and you need to add an order detail like Order 
Arrival Date . Just modify the form used in the Order  workflo w, and use it in the workflow by 

reloading its XML schema.  

How is this possible?  
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If you change a control in the form, you just need to use the changed XML schema of the 
form in the workflow. This is done by loading the XML schema of the changed form in the  
workflow by using the Form Explorer .  

When a form is associated with a workflow, an XML variable named SFFormData is created in 
the Start  activity of that workflow. Earlier you needed to delete this variable each time the 
form changed. Now, just select th e form and its version using the Form Explorer , and use it 
in the workflow.

Richer forms data entry using Rich Text Control  

What it means for you?  

Enter richer forms data with the new Rich Text Control. You have a richer and more intuitive 
form data formatting.  

Example Scenario  

For example, you can now give colors to the text, format it by making bold or italics etc., 
while entering data into forms.  

How is this possible?  

Skelta BPM.NET has introduced a Rich Text Control.

Facility added to form buttons to provide confirmation text  

What it means for you?  
If you submit a form, a confirmation box will appear asking  you if you want to proceed with 
the action, or abort it. Earlier there was no confirmation box for a form activity, and the 
activity used to get executed as soon as the related button was pressed.  
 

How is this possible?  
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For Button  control, go to the prope rty called Show Confirm dialog  and set it as Yes. After 
that, type the confirmation question that you want. For example, òAre you sure you want to 
proceed?ó or something similar.

Addition of new items to list lookups now possible  

What it means for you?  
You can now not only select an item from list lookup but also add new items to them.  
 

Example Scenario  
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For example, assume that you have a product for which there are a group of vendors. If you 
have to select a vendor that is not in the list, you can now add that vendor in the vendor 
selection lookup.  
 

How is this possible?  

A new propert y Add New Item  has been added in the Lookup Provider  which will determine 
if the lookup provider will support adding a new item.  Apart from Preview Form , this option 
is available in all other forms if this property is configured as Yes.  
 
By default this p roperty is set to No.

Execute Forms in workflows synchronously  

What it means for you?  

In workflows, you can now choose the sequence in which the forms should be executed. The 
sequence in which forms should be displayed to a user can be managed using Skelta BPM.NET 
Process Designer. 

 

Example Scenario  

For example, if you have a shopping site, then the Shipping Details form can be shown after 
the Order Details form, and the Payment Form can be called after the Shipping Details form.  

 
This can be achieved by synchronous execution of forms.  
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How is this possible?  
To execute the workflow synchronously, you need to set the Redirection Enabled?  Property 
of Invoke Form  activity to Yes. In the same activity set the Redirect URL  property to 
redirect to the s pecified URL.

Store information for different sections, child list tables, of a list in the 
same database table  

What it means for you?  
Now it is possible to store different sections of a list in the same database table. Suppose in a 
list, a user needs to add permanent and communication addresses, you can have these two 
sections of a list stored in the same database table (child table). Earlier you needed to use 
different database tables to store different list information. This means that the permanent 
address and the communication address, in the example above, had to be stored in different 
tables in the database.  
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Example Scenario  

Consider a shopping scenario. The billing and shipping details can be stored in the same 
database table.  

 

 
Lists 

Creating a S kelta list item with status Published from workflow now 
made simpler  

What it means for you?  

For version enabled lists, you can now create a published list item directly from workflow 
while you save it. Earlier, using the list XML variable in workflow, the list item was saved 
with a Draft  status.  

How is this possible?  

A new node called Published  has been added under System: Internal Ą Save As option. To 
add a new list item with Published  status, select Published  from the Save As option under 
System: Internal  and then set value as True .

SharePoint list items can now be used in forms lookup  

What it means for you?  

SharePoint list items can be populated in the forms lookup from a SharePoint site which is 
mapped to Skelta repository.  

Example Scenario  

For example, suppose you have a Vendor list in one of your SharePoint sites, which is mapped 
to a Skelta repository. You need to populate the items of the Vendor list in one of your 
forms. Use the configured SharePoint lookup as data  source for the forms lookup.  

How is this possible?  

A SharePoint List Lookup  has been added in the Lookup List (Enterprise Console Ą Lookup 
Settings) . This is used to populate SharePoint List Items in a Skelta Forms Lookup.

Organize your lists within folders  

What it means for you?  
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Organizing lists just got easier. Just as we had for forms, there is a facility now to organize 
your lists within folders. Just drag an d drop your list items within the folders that exist. Also 
create a new folder to arrange your lists inside the newly created folder if required.  

Example Scenario  

Any list item, for example, items of Permanent Employees, and Contract Employees can be 
organized in separate folders.    

How is this possible?  

The Organize  option has been added to Manage List. This option is used to arrange the lists 
within the folders. The lists and folders are displayed in a tree view and allow you to arrange 
them in a hierarc hical manner.

View  or edit item details in different forms for user defined lists or 
dynamic lists  

What i t means for you?  

Option has been added to view item details of user defined lists in the context menu and the 
ribbon bar. It is also possible to view or edit item details in different forms based on rights. 

Example Scenario  

If you want to see all of the in formation of an employee in an employee list, a user defined 
list, you can click on the View Item Details  in the context menu of an employee.

Lists Localization now supported  

What it means for you?  

Now gets lists in the language of your choice. Skelta now supports lists in different languages.  

Lists like Workflows, Users, Repository, Event Provider, Navigation, SOA Assembly Folder, SAP 
Connection, BizTalk Connections, Database Connections, File Watcher, Lookup etc. can now 
be localized.  

Earlier the lists were available only in the en -US format 

Example Scenario  

Suppose you want to use the Japanese language for your lists. Just make the entry for that in 
the localization file, and you get your lists in the Japane se language. 

How is this possible?  

The list localization key will be available in the following path  
[Skelta Installed Path] \BPM.NET\Locales\en-US\EnterpriseConsole.txt. Make the     required 
changes to this file and get the lists in the language of your c hoice.

Mail Templates  
 

Get more information about your processes in your emails  

What it means for you?  
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You can get more information about your processes in your emails. These variables are 
defined in the Start  activities in your workflows, and can be accessed by the mail templates 
before sending out an email.  

Example Scenario  

For example, you can add the Cost variable for a workflow in the start activity of the Order  
workflow. Any email sent using this workflow can embed this variable in the email template 
and can send out the Cost of Order  as a part of the email.  

How is this possible?  

Mail Channel HTML templates from the physical folder ð [Skelta Installed 

Path] \BPM.NET\WorkflowElements \Default \en-US\Templates \OutlookEmailTemplate ð can now be edited to 
contain variables, resource variables, and XML variables.  

Example:  

Using Variables in HTML template:  

<%#Variable.SubmittedBy.UserDepartment%> 

<%#Variable.SubmittedBy.UserDisplayName%> 

Using XML Variables in HTML template: 

<%#XmlVariables.SKEventData.SKEventData.EventType%> 

<%#XmlVariables.SKEventData.SKEventData.UserName%> 

Using Resource Variable in HTML template:  

<%#Value.SendTo.UserDisplayName%>

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The mail templates for the mail channel are more attractive and usable now. There are 
better colors, and a more  readable and usable UI for the mail templates.  

How is this possible?  

Better colors and well arranged UI.

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Access Work Item and Process Execution View through emails  

What it means for you?  

Now open the work item and process execution view through a cl ick of the link in an email. 
No need to login to the Enterprise Console. Earlier, you had to log in to the Enterprise 
Console to access the work item and process execution view.  

Example Scenario  

Access your work item to approve or reject a loan from the em ail only. No need for the 
lengthy process of logging in to the Enterprise Console for this.  

Send out survey emails to a bunch of users. Users can fill the survey form by directly clicking 
on a link in the email.  

No login, selecting work item or product tr aining required.  

How is this possible?  

Users will now get a direct link to Work Items and Process Execution View through an email. 
Without logging into Enterprise Console, you can click on the link that will open Work Item 
and Process Execution View in a browser.
